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Diversifying As We Grow 2009:

Growth and Diversification Over a Decade

Minnesota's Private Colleges have long been leaders in providing opportunities for
higher education in Minnesota, particularly in providing opportunities for students of
color. A review of enrollment trends between Fall 1999 and Fall 2009 reveals a
positive picture of diversity at these 17 non profit colleges and universities.

Students of color enrolled at Minnesota's Private Colleges in greater numbers.

Excluding international students, 13.4% of total enrollments were identified as
students of color at Minnesota's Private Colleges in Fall 2009. A total of 6,923
non-white students were enrolled, an increase of 89.9% from Fall 1999.

Enrollment of Hispanic (+128.8%) and Black, Non-Hispanic students (+97.1%)
showed the largest increase overall for the most recent 10-year period.

New student enrollment at Minnesota’s Private Colleges is more diverse.

Diversity among new entering students in Fall 2009 continued an increasing
trend: 15.6% of new freshmen and 20.4% of transfer students were students
of color.

New students of color represented 16.6% of new students in Fall 2009,
excluding international students. A total of 1,742 non-white students
enrolled, an increase of 101.4% from Fall 1999.

The growth in new freshmen enrollment from Fall 1999 to Fall 2009 exceeded
70% for Asian, Hispanic, American Indian and Black, Non-Hispanic students.

More students of color seek advanced degrees at Minnesota’s Private Colleges.

From Fall 1999 to Fall 2009 growth in graduate students of color (+94.5%)
outpaced growth in undergraduate students of color (+88.6%).
